	Flexible seating

	Alternate work space inside/outside of the classroom

	Preferential seating

	Lighting adjustments

	Room temperature adjustments

	Avoid distracting stimuli

	Seat student away from doorway or window

	General Supports for All Subject Areas

	Allow additional time to complete tasks

	Simplify complex directions

	Require fewer correct responses to achieve completion

	Adjust length of assignments

	Adjust reading level of materials

	Chunk work into manageable steps

	Highlight important information on text/worksheets to cue the student to important words and concepts

	Accompany oral directions with written directions to refer to later

	Provide and post a completed work sample

	Allow student to demonstrate their understanding in alternate formats

	Allow student to photocopy/take photographs of notes

	Always provide opportunity for over-learning and repetition

	Always connect new learning to previously learned material using concrete examples

	Provide visual checklist to be used as a reference during the beginning, middle and end of activities

	Supports for Literacy

	Allow more time for processing

	Introduce new vocabulary in context before a reading assignment

	Teach students to use index cards/ruler/etc. to track print while reading

	Use coloured overlays

	Enlarge text on photocopied materials

	Provide well organized print that has bold headings and easy to understand charts and diagrams

	Provide access to audio books

	Provide study guides for novels and units

	Pair with a partner/group for reading print

	Provide access to Read and Write software

	Provide word prediction and other software to assist with writing

	Laptop/iPad

	Download text from SET BC/ARC BC

	Clicker

	Supports for Math

	Allow use of calculator

	Provide multiplication grid /100’s chart/reference sheet

	Use graph paper/turn lined paper sideways

	Provide fewer problems on a page

	Read and explain word problems; break into smaller steps; encourage student to verbalize steps in solving the problem

	Begin with easiest problems and add harder problems in progressive order on worksheets

	Use post-its, frames, etc. to alleviate visual confusion when completing algorithms

	Allow use of calculator in operations using larger numbers/decimals/integers; do not require students to show each step of the operation

	Assessment Supports

	Adjust weight of assignment in gradebook

	Allow point form answers

	Allow scribe to record oral answers

	Allow writing to be proofread before marking

	Adapt format of tests: short answer, provide vocabulary, fill in the blank, multiple choice

	Adjust weight of test or parts of test in gradebook

	Open book/open note test

	Allow students to use formula/reference sheets during test

	Offer alternate setting to write, finish or retake test

	Reduce number of questions

	Provide a reader/scribe

	Use considerate test

	Allow student video responses (using camera on computer/iPad)

	Oral test/oral response

	Provide frequent short quizzes in place of longer tests

	Social Emotional/Behavioural Supports

	Personal accessible visual schedule

	Use timers to facilitate task completion

	Non-preferred activities followed by preferred activities

	Schedule breaks throughout the day

	Explicit individual/small group social emotional instruction

	Scheduled time with school counselor

	Check-in/check-out with designated staff member
